An ecological approach to the operation and rehabilitation
of the city’s sports infrastructure
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Abstract. Professional sports facilities have a relatively short service life, many of them wear out
after 30 years or less. They are usually built with public funding that could be used to address
perhaps more pressing and important citizen needs, such as providing greater access to health
care or improving public schools. They can artificially affect the value of urban real estate,
change the composition and size of the population of a certain territory, rarely create broad and
egalitarian public participation, instead they are the place to hold high-cost events. Because of
this, large projects for development of sports infrastructure such as stadiums, football fields, and
arenas can be the antithesis of sustainable development in modern society, that is, development
that protects the natural environment and “green” areas, promotes economic growth and
enhances social justice. Objective. To determine the theoretical conceptualizations of ecological
approach in design, operation, and rehabilitation of the city’s sports infrastructure from the point
of view of sports ecology. Methods. Analysis and generalization of data from special scientific
and methodological literature; monitoring of Internet information resources; systematization
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method; content analysis. Results. Based on our research, a conceptualization scheme of the
ecological approach in the design, operation, and rehabilitation of the city’s sports infrastructure
was developed from the point of view of sports ecology, which included three main components
of scientific research: identifying theoretical foundations, establishing a methodological
framework, and presenting the content and driving components of the conceptualization process
of the authorship approach. The obtained results made it possible to single out and present the
characteristics of the first component: the theoretical foundations of the conceptualization of the
ecological approach in the design, operation, and rehabilitation of the city’s sports infrastructure
from the point of view of sports ecology.
